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Our Policy for Collective Worship at Downlands School. 

In accordance with the requirements of the 1988 Education Act our assemblies will be wholly or mainly of a broadly Christian character. 
For those which are broadly Christian the main emphasis should be on the broad tradition of Christian belief. 

Broadly Christian need not contain only Christian material provided that it respects the tradition of Christian belief. 

Any such worship should not be distinctive of only particular Christian denomination.

It is not necessary for every act of worship to be of this character but within each term the majority of acts should have a Christian focus. 

We will follow the guidelines of *SACRE Dorset, to offer worship as broadly as possible to all our pupils. In this way worship, which should be part of the basic curriculum and therefore intended to be an educational experience, can be presented sensitively and not I as a directive to children of other faiths. 

All pupils should take part in a daily worship. 

Assemblies need not take part at the beginning of the school day. 

It is the bringing together of the whole or part of the school for spiritual and moral teaching.
